ASD is a complex and variable developmental disability, which occurs as the result of disordered brain development and function, altering the child’s or person’s quality of development in the areas of communication, social interaction and imagination skills. ASD is found to be 4 times more common in boys than in girls, knowing no racial, ethnic, economic or social boundaries.

ASD manifests as a wide range of characteristics, presenting at different levels of severity. No two children or persons with autism are the same, so whilst you may find yourself comparing your child to another child with ASD, be aware that your child’s path of development will not necessarily be the same as for that child.
ASD is treatable but not curable.  Structure, routine and training assist

greatly in reducing challenging behaviours, anxiety and

stress, and improve overall learning ability.
